In September 2025, the City hosted Pop Ups at three community events to meet
residents in their own neighborhoods, have informal conversations and answer
questions about the Corridors Zoning Update, and direct community members to
take the Online Survey, which closed on October 10th. The survey was intended to
capture specific feedback about the community’s preferences on height, design
standards, and potential zoning changes for the three corridors.

The Pop Ups took place at the Solano Stroll, September 15, 10am-1pm; the North
Shattuck Farmer’s Market, September 18, 3pm-7pm; and the Downtown Berkeley
Farmer’s Market, September 20, 10am-1pm. Approximately 150 members of the
public were engaged across all three Pop Ups.

KEY TAKEAWAYS

The discussions at the Pop Ups echoed the feedback and concerns that were
shared at the Community Workshops, including:

e Support for maintaining neighborhood character and local businesses

e Support for creating more affordable housing options, including for families,
young people, seniors, and Berkeley’s unhoused residents

e Concerns over parking and traffic impacts

e Concerns over building scale and support for design standards to ensure design
quality and human scale
