Guidelines

California Vehicle Code (CVC) Section 40220 states that an issuing agency shall provide a payment
plan option for indigent persons. The City will consider individuals who meet one of the eligibility
criteria below. If approved and enrolled in an Indigent Payment Plan for Parking Citations, late fees
and penalty assessments will be waived. Individuals will have up to twenty-four (24) months to
pay off the payment plan balance. The City will allow up to three (3) active payment plans.
Provided that the total limit of $500 has not been met, a new plan may be established.

Indigent Payment Plans are subject to a five dollar ($5) Administrative Fee. This fee will be
added to the total balance of the payment plan. Monthly payments are required; late fees and
penalties may be reinstated if the payment plan falls out of compliance, i.e., no monthly
payment is received.

Parking citations issued more than one hundred twenty (120) calendar days prior to
application, as well as citations that have already received an Administrative Hearing, will be
eligible for a one-time exception if the citations appear on a California Department of Motor
Vehicles (DMV) Registration Renewal form. Citations approved under this one-time exception
will be subject to a five-dollar (S5) late fee in addition to the five-dollar (S5) administrative fee.
To apply for the one-time exception, applicants must submit a copy of the DMV Registration
Renewal form.
