Waterfront Specific Plan Process




The Berkeley Waterfront Specific Plan will not:

1. Design or implement any of the examples shown
today - these are illustrations to represent potential
development within the development standards and
guidelines that the Specific Plan will articulate.

2. Guarantee that any new development will happen -
that will depend on the private market and city support.

3. Guarantee that any proposed capital improvements
will occur - that will develop through on-going CIP
plans that will include budget considerations and
financing options, balanced against maintenance
urgency and City priorities.

What is the Specific Plan?

The Berkeley Waterfront Specific Plan

1.

Document a vision for the Waterfront that is adaptable
and guides civic decisions about nature, recreation and
development for the next 50 years.

Identify what the land use regulations for the Waterfront
should be and where specific uses can occur.

Establish development standards for new buildings or
redevelopment of existing buildings at the Waterfront -
setting clear zoning parameters on what the City
identifies as ‘appropriate’ in this context.

Establish design guidelines for development projects at
the Waterfront - providing design guidance to developers
and City zoning and permitting boards to evaluate
specific project proposals at the Waterfront.
