Hello, 

This comment is on behalf of Bike East Bay, for the September 26, 2024 Berkeley Zoning Adjustment Board 
meeting item 2: 2300 Ellsworth Street – New Public Hearing. 

Bike East Bay expresses its continued support for this project, following our previous letter of support 
submitted to the city on July 7, 2023:

Recent investments in high quality protected bikeways in the vicinity on Bancroft, Dana, and Fulton Streets, as 
well as upgraded transit infrastructure on Bancroft, make this zero car‐parking development ideally situated. 

We noticed that the previously proposed 120 long‐term bicycle parking spaces for residents has been reduced 
to 95 in the current plan (plus 8 short‐term spaces available to the public). 

Given the 283 bedrooms included in the development we anticipate that bicycle parking demand will be high, 
and encourage the developer to increase the capacity as high as possible. 

Other nearby East Bay jurisdictions have updated their bicycle parking requirements to expand the minimum 
spaces provided. Emeryville, for example (link below), now requires a minimum of one long‐term spot for 
every studio or one bedroom unit and at least two spaces for every unit with two bedrooms or more.

A similar application to the 2300‐2310 Ellsworth site would result in a minimum 130 long‐term bicycle parking 
spaces. Though given that most of these are 4 and 5 bedroom units, exceeding that minimum is a good idea. 

Emeryville also now requires that at least half of the long‐term bicycle parking spaces be horizontal racks, not 
vertical, improving accessibility and accommodating more bicycle types by not requiring users to lift them to 
park. At least 10 percent of the spaces are required to accommodate cargo bikes, and at least 10 percent have 
access to e‐bike charging infrastructure. 

Bike East Bay extends an invitation to the developer to work with us on design details to help expand and 
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improve the bicycle parking facilities at the 2300‐2310 Ellsworth site. We also extend an invitation to the City 
of Berkeley to work with us and Walk Bike Berkeley on updating municipal bicycle parking requirements and 
guidelines to meet or exceed regional best practices.

We are writing on behalf of Bike East Bay and Walk Bike Berkeley to express our support for the 
proposed residential development at 2300-2310 Ellsworth Street in Berkeley, CA.  

Bike East Bay is a 501c3 nonprofit founded in 1972 to promote healthy, sustainable communities by 
making bicycling safe, fun, and accessible. Bike East Bay’s vision is for bicycling to become a comfortable 
and safe choice for all. Walk Bike Berkeley is an all-volunteer organization that similarly advocates for 
safe, low-stress, and fun walking and biking in Berkeley for people of all ages and abilities. Walk Bike 
Berkeley is committed to a healthy, equitable and sustainable transportation system in Berkeley. 

Riaz Capital proposes the construction of 69 residential units in the City’s walk and bike-friendly 
Southside neighborhood. The project does not include any auto parking spaces and will instead offer 
120 on-site, long-term bike parking spaces. Short-term bike parking spaces will be available along the 
street, providing additional options for the building’s residents and guests. We have been in discussion 
with Riaz’s Development Team to ensure their bike facilities reflect cyclists’ needs. 

This is an ideal neighborhood for such a development. Future residents will be well served by existing 
transit, pedestrian, and bike infrastructure that will only improve with the City’s implementation of the 
Southside Plan. Construction of the Southside plan should be complete by the time this project is 
delivered in summer 2026. Last year, UC Berkeley unveiled plans to create the “Ellsworth Extension” 
which will be a new pedestrian entrance to the campus immediately across from the proposed project. 
These improvements, along with those made by the City, will ensure future residents will be able to 
safely and easily navigate the neighborhood on foot and by bike. For future residents wishing to travel 
regionally, the project is a short 10-minute walk to the Downtown Berkeley BART station.  

We believe Riaz Capital’s decision to construct a car-free facility in such a bike and transit oriented 
location answers our collective call to build much needed housing while minimizing greenhouse gas 
emissions and living in the most sustainable fashion possible.
