Second, it is our understanding that the applicant is not currently the owner of the property in question, nor is there any kind of information as to when that ownership might occur. Granting a Use Permit to someone interested in the property, but without ownership standing, is paramount to speculation by the parties involved.  The City of Berkeley should not recognize and approve such a situation for obvious reasons. 



Third, we have an affordable housing crisis, and we must push developers to include the entire 20% below market rate units in their developments. This project proposes to provide the minimum 10% VLI units to gain the density bonus. Providing the additional 10% units to low to moderate income residents will help us meet our RHNA goals and house our workforce.


Berkeley Neighborhoods Council urges you to pursue a solution that will result in a safer development for existing and future residents and one that will actually address our affordable housing needs.
