Berkeley police have had a stellar reputation for decades .Citizens wishing to disband it are
wrong.

As a Berkeley resident, the word is that Council is creating a toxic workplace for the BPD. As
an employee | read every email that is sent to Council. Several of our vocal community
members are creating a lynching mentality, so much so that they equate a police officer to a
murderer. They are drowning out the majority that support our police. Approach the transition to
the Police Accountability Board with eyes wide open.

The PRC has tried to do a good job but has been hampered at times. | was glad to learn that
the new police accountability review agency will be independent of the City Manager and will
have more power to see records, | hope the new agency will change the rule that the only
person who can file a complaint is the person harmed. We need to recognize that the
community broadly suffers when a person is harmed, and that a harmed person may well be
fearful of filing a complaint.

Mental illness is persuasive in our community and i am concerned that all parties involved are
unable to tackle the problem. Is our community leadership waiting for an unspeakably event as
the call to action?

The PRC was not effective at protecting communities of color from violence by the police. |
want to see the new PAB be much stronger at setting our city on a direction of less violence
by the police in our communities.

It's time let officers focus on crime.There's an intersect w/ social issues, social/racial justice
and community needs but policing and police services aren't designed to solve those issues. |
would want them to be very, very mindful but to have the support and services available to
make appropriate referrals. Mental health issues shouldn't go thru the criminal justice system if
there was no crime. A well-trained officer can screen and assess and get the right services
involved. It could be a great partnership that strengthens the entire community as well as the
individual at risk. Having worked in the mental health system for a while, | firmly believe in
accountability for our wrong-doings even if ill. Should treatment bring clarity, it is powerful to
see what you have done while ill , even if not charged due to mental iliness. It can be an
encouragement to continue effective treatment.

Would like to see stats on police misconduct before and after establishment on the
commission.

sure: | oppose any police activity that targets homeless people, poor people, homeless
encampments. | oppose removing the possessions of people who are living on the edge of
despair because this nation refuses to house its own.

My infrequent interactions with dispatch & BPD have been generally positive. OTOH, it's clear
from walking around Berkeley's streets that the MCT is overloaded and at least equally crucial
to a positive daily experience for us citizens. We need MCT available 24/7 (Tues & Sat
coverage is urgent!) and with MORE resources any given day!
